Red statement in line with TA905. Upadacitinib is recommended as an 

option for treating moderately to severely active Crohn’s disease in 

adults, only if certain criteria are met. This is a new, oral treatment 

option with a different mode of action from existing biologic treatment 

options. 

Modelling within the NICE resource impact template estimates that 

implementing TA905 will likely be cost-neutral, with the potential for a 

cost-saving, based on the NHS list price.

An in-year application was submitted by LUHFT, prior to the formation of 

the new Cheshire and Merseyside APG, and an amber initated 

statement has been produced. Tirbanibulin was already approved for 

use in Cheshire with an amber initiated RAG rating. 

The APG supported the amber initiated RAG rating as a pragmatic 

solution which will provide equitable patient access across Cheshire and 

Merseyside. However, it was acknowledged that the RAG may change 

in the future when the formulary chapter is reviewed. 

Based on an estimate of 1200 patients per year across Cheshire and 

Merseyside, there will be an additional cost of £12,480 per year if used 

in place of Aldara® as a second line option, or £31,320 per year if used 

in place of Efudix® as a first line option.
